Octavo format.  Woodcut of nativity scene on verso of title page, followed by two 
Imprimaturs.  Some hymns are used for many feasts.  Temporale index can be 
coordinated with contents by comparing page numbers on which the hymns themselves 
are found.  Each hymn has one texted verse in F3 clef which the organist can use as a 
basis for alternating verses with the choir.
