Quarto format.  Imprimatur at bottom of dedication page.  Intonations in Cantus Primi 
Chori and Tenor Primi Chori part-books.  Only missing part-book is Altus Secundi Chori, 
which is dated 1604 in all copies.  Slight discrepancies between Altus Secundi Chori and 
other part-books in dedication and index.  However, since 1624 part-books have the same 
dedication, and dedications were rarely included in reprints, it is likely that the Altus 
Secundi Chori part-book actually dated from 1624, but had a number of errors that may 
have been corrected in other part-books but Altus Secundi Chori was overlooked.  All 
other de Grandis prints date from 1620s.  Copies consulted: D-Rp; I-Rsc (microfilm), 
Rvat-barberini (microfilm).  RISM G3481.  Altus Secundi Chori dated 1604 with a 
couple of differences of detail in dedication (RISM G3480).
