Remarks:

Quarto format. First, second and fourth masses probably imitation masses, with head-
motives. In Cantus, p. 24: “Cantus I. Chorus Ad octavam inferius si placet.” (Missa
Octavi Toni). This mass has passages chanted on a single word in falso bordone style in
Gloria and Credo. Note to Readers at bottom of Index in Partidura. Partidura contains
basso and soprano lines. Pagination errors in Partidura. In Altus, pp. 8-9 and 20-21 are
blank.
